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Outline of Osaka City Ferries

There are 8 ferry terminals in Osaka with 15 ships providing convenient
travel to a large number of citizens,

Osaka, also known as “The Water Capitol”, is blessed with a large number of
waterways and has been operating a ferry serviee for people since ancient
times. In the beginning, ferry service was operated privately, but in 1892 the
Prefecture enacted “The Ferry Management Rule” to oversee and regulate
the serviee. In 1907, the municipal government. took over management. of the
29 terminals along the Ajikawa, Shirinashigawa, and Yodogawa Rivers.

After the enactment of the Road Low in April 1920, the ferry service became
free of charge and in 1932 the contract system under which the service had
been operating ended, making the service directly managed by the Gity, By
1955 there were a total of 68 ferries (32 motorized and 37 manual) operating
at 31 ferry terminals and carrying more than 57 million people and 14 million
bicyeles annually. However, the constriuction of bridges and roads, as well as
the heavy damage sulfered durving bombing in World War 11, brought about an
end to a munber of the ferry route. In 1948, 15 of the ferry terminals were
reconstructed, but due to the improvement of eity infrastructure and an
increase of car-users, by 1978 there were only 12 Terry terminals with in
annual total of 2.5 million users. In 2001 the number of users was 2.09 million
people
